** Joe's Mix: a mix of black oilers, stripe sunflower, safflower, peanut and a bit of corn & millet. The most popular bird food at Jim Gilbert's Wild Bird Store
and a great mix for attracting a wide variety of birds.

*** Kracker Jax: a mix of sunflower hearts, peanut hearts, and cracked corn. The next most popular bird food at Jim Gilbert's Wild Bird Store that contains
only shelled seeds, so no shells to collect under the feeder and nothing to sprout! Birds attracted to this mix are Cardinals, Blue Jays, Finches,
Chickadees, Nuthatches, and Woodpeckers.

****Safflower is a favorite of Cardinals, Chickadees, House Finches, Blue Jays, and Doves. A bonus: Grackles and Squirrels do not like Safflower.
